The repeal of Bill SB1419, would allow school districts to outsource. Superintendent Mehas reported
his support of the repeal of Bill SB1419.

F.C.O.E. applied for grant money for school districts to use in transporting students to Scout Island.
Superintendent Mehas encouraged Board members to go out to the District Board meetings in their
areas.

May Revise: There is an additional $2 billion dollar shortage. F.C.O.E. is well prepared but it is
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difficult to make projections for how cuts will affect school districts.
