Jeff Becker reviewed the VHEA project options and sought direction from the Board.  
The goals of this project are to:  1) rehabilitate the existing building to meet Division of 
State Architect requirements and become Field Act compliant; 2) provide the most 
appropriate educational spaces for students in accordance with the program’s Education 
Specification previously prepared; and 3) provide students with an improved outdoor 
gathering/recreation area.  
 
The targeted construction budget for the project is $2.1 million.  After reviewing the 
project plans and specifications with both Harris Construction and the project architect, 
HMC Group, the estimated cost to construct the full project is estimated to be $2.75 
million.  Recommendation is to move forward with full scope of project.
